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An artist working with video and digital imaging, Chris Oakley’s concerns are focused on mediated experience in its many forms, including mainstream media, amateur photography, mass communications and augmented reality. In a critical analogy to the methods employed by the mass media, he utilises processes of fictionalising material captured from life in an attempt to define a space between actuality and representation; the point at which the white noise of lived experience is made to conform to strict linear narrative.
