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Artist statement

I think the most important topics of my work are identity and space. These two concepts are very close together, because social and cultural identity are closely dependent of an immediate space. Exploring these concepts visually I have become more and more aware of the social role of artists, of their engaging and questioning power, making their presence more visible in society, both from an artistic and social perspective.

At this time, in my own practice I'm very much focused on drawing and photography, but in a way that doesn't speak about the mediation, a visual approach that is the illustration of an ongoing process, a thinking process. Drawing or photography don't include almost any kind of preparation. There is an immediate power that both have through the directness or rawness of their expression. This is what I'm trying to develop in my own work, the same kind of immediate approach that has very few narrative implications, or not at all. The kind of image that is anti-illustrative when it illustrates, which is anti-narrative when is telling a story; but still an image that speaks about identity, a work that shows my own view of the world.

All in all, this view of the world becomes a symbolic one. The objects depicted are transformed into something else. The elements of urban space become shadows or holes. They become isolated and frightening. The only spatial reference left is their monumentality. The simple, geometrical structures become living creatures, moving towards a psychological approach of identity and space, rather than physical.
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
