ARTIST STATEMENT FOR CURRENT  WORK:

GILDA SERIES 2007 TO PRESENT.

MIXED MEDIA
‘This is the story of Gilda she is 114 years old. In her day she was quite a girl and liked to flirt with the dangerous side of life.’ 

‘Gilda’ is a continuing series of works that explore the stories and events through a narrative that often has a shady undercurrent. Eventful and sometimes dangerous Gilda’s life is a masterpiece of survival. 

In the Gilda Series  everyday objects including Gilda’s clothes are beginning to absorb her life events. Stories become locked into the atmosphere, some are hidden away in wardrobes, absorbed by her lampshades, even appear on her table cloth. Her home becomes a torrent with the ghosts of her past and present. For Gilda remembrance is not  warm and sentimental but dark and mysterious where life events are harsh and many secrets to atrocious to divulge. 

Work in the Gilda Series includes Gilda’s Diary which presents short extracts from her eventful life that places Gilda in a number of historical incidences  that she  both embraces and is reviled by. 

Currently Gilda’s life is portrayed in a series of small paintings that explore these diary extracts further investigating the dark affairs that unfold.
